Meet the Board 
 
Kristy Richardson 

University of California, Riverside 
 

Ever since I was a young girl growing up outside of 
Baltimore, Maryland, I have always been fascinated with 
the natural world around me.  My parents, both of whom 
hold a deep respect for nature (but swear they weren’t 
hippies), reinforced this fascination in me by educating 
me about animals and plants while emphasizing their 
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role in the environment.  In elementary school, I 
participated in a student-initiated project to discourage 
the use of Styrofoam and to encourage school-wide 
recycling. As I grew older, I traveled to many places 
throughout the nation, from big cities like Orlando and 
Phoenix to national parks like Yellowstone and 
Yosemite, as well as to other countries.  From my travels 
I began to realize the integral relationships between all 
environments and the anthropogenic pollutants produced 
around the globe.  I also began to realize that I would 
like to study these relationships in preparation for a 
future career in science.   
 
Attending St. Mary's College of Maryland (SMCM) for 
my undergraduate education provided me the 
opportunity to explore the relationships between 
pollutants and the environment through a variety of 
experiences.  Located on St. Mary's River, just off the 
Chesapeake Bay, SMCM offered classes and research 
projects focusing on the surrounding environments: 
wetlands, farm fields, and an estuarine river.  And, by 
enrolling in the infamous (at least within the SMCM Bio 
Department) Tropical Marine Biology course, I was also 
fortunate enough to learn about and work on the tropical 
reef ecosystem of Belize.  Once I graduated, I began 
work at the Chesapeake Biological Laboratory (CBL), 
part of the University of Maryland’s Center for 
Environmental Science, as a faculty research assistant, in 
both Dr. Chris Rowe’s Ecotoxicology and Dr. Joel 
Baker’s Trace Organics Contaminants Labs. In these 
labs, I worked on diverse field- and lab-based projects 
such as diamondback terrapin population surveys, 
physiological effects of maternally-derived PCBs on 
embryonic and juvenile snapping turtles, and 
bioaccumulation and trophic transfer of persistent 
organic chemicals in Chesapeake Bay watershed biota.  
My position at CBL, combined with my undergraduate 
education, lead me to decide that graduate level research 
was the next logical step, while focusing my research 
interests on the relationship between pollutants and 
reptilian populations.   
 
As a second year doctoral student in the Environmental 
Toxicology graduate program at the University of 
California, Riverside (UCR), I am now provided the 
opportunity to combine my undergraduate education at 
SMCM, my work experience at CBL, and my scientific 
interests.  Working under the guidance of Dr. Dan 
Schlenk, SoCal SETAC’s Past President, my research 
focuses on the bioaccumulation and metabolism of 
halogenated organic compounds in several species of sea 

turtles from the Baja California region of the Eastern 
Pacific Ocean.  Halogenated contaminants and their 
metabolites have been linked to a variety of toxic effects, 
but little is known about the effects in reptiles, so this 
research is an important aspect assessing the health 
status of endangered sea turtle populations as well as  
understanding reptilian detoxification processes.   
 

 
 
 I feel privileged to be able to combine my interests in 
the environment, toxicology, and reptiles into my 
dissertation project and, with any luck, my degree will 
land me a sweet job in education! 
 
But, of course, my life isn’t just science.  In fact, my 
motto in life, passed down from my father, is “Work 
hard, play hard.”  I always try to make time for other 
passions in life – socializing, doing almost anything 
outside, traveling, and listening to music.  While 
attending undergrad and working at CBL, I held several 
part time jobs, including bartender/assistant manager at a 
local historic restaurant.  But I also managed to have 
time to sail competitively, travel to 14 countries, and 
attend 50+ concerts.  Now at UCR, in addition to the 
usual grad student duties and my new SoCal SETAC 
responsibilities, I am an active officer the UCR graduate 
student association and co-founder of a student 
association for the Environmental Toxicology Program.  
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Luckily, my research has presented several opportunities 
to travel - over the past year I have been to Baja 
California, Mexico; Montreal, Quebec; and Chisnau, 
Moldova.  And, (somehow!) I still find time to hang out 
with my friends, go hiking, and I’ve even been to a few 
concerts.   Now, as a student member of the SoCal 
SETAC Board, I look forward to both the work and play 
opportunities that will be presented.    

 
 

 

SETAC NA 27th Annual Meeting in 
Montréal: an Engaging Event

The SETAC North America 27th Annual Meeting was 
held November 5 - 9 in Montréal, Québec, Canada. The 
meeting was a success, featuring an excellent program 
and top-quality presenters. Montréal was one of the 
more entertaining venues for SETAC meetings due in 
large part to the European-style architecture, restaurants, 
and culture. The place of choice for dining and shopping 
was old Montréal, with its old brick streets and 
numerous French Canadian restaurants that offered 
delicious entrées including prime rib and crêpes. A more 
modern experience could be found at the 737 Attitude 
Club, atop a skyscraper with a 360-degree view of 
Montréal, with upscale drinks and hors d’oeuvres. 
 
In addition to entertainment, a variety of notable plenary 
speakers led the Montréal program on “Global 
Environment and Sustainability”. One plenary speaker 
was Louis Fortier, the Scientific Director of the 
Canadian research center ArcticNet. Dr. Fortier provided 
a fascinating presentation on using multidisciplinary 
approaches to study the effects of warming on Arctic 
ecosystems. He showed captivating videos of his 
exceptional research on the icebreaker Amundsen, 
including work aboard ship as well as underwater, below 
ice sampling of Arctic plankton. Other plenary speakers 
included Derek Muir, a Senior Research Scientist with 
Environment Canada, Hugo Waeterschoot, the 
Secretary-General of the European Nickel Industry, and 
Linda Fisher, Vice President and chief sustainability 
officer for E.I. DuPont de Nemours and Company.  
 
As with most SETAC meetings, there were a plethora of 
topics covered at the annual meeting including typically 
held sessions on aquatic toxicology, wildlife toxicology, 
risk assessment, fate and transport of various chemicals 

(e.g., pharmaceuticals), and new analytical methods and 
strategies. Some of the “hot” topics and the most highly 
attended sessions were on nanotechnology, endocrine 
disruption, sediment toxicity identification evaluations 
(TIEs), perfluorinated substances, and synthetic 
pyrethroids.   
 
A number of SoCal SETAC members attended and 
presented within these diverse sessions at the annual 
meeting. Diana Young, Darrin Greenstein, and Steve 
Bay from SCCWRP as well as Chris Stransky and John 
Rudolph from Nautilus Environmental had presentations 
in the session on sediment TIEs. Joe Gully of the LA 
County Sanitation District presented on new 
developments in short-term toxicity tests while Howard 
Bailey of Nautilus Environmental had a presentation on 
the need for biological effects monitoring of urban 
streams. Two presentations by Wendy Rose and David 
Moore of Weston Solutions, Inc., and colleagues were 
on toxicity and monitoring of synthetic pyrethroids in 
the aquatic environment. There were also numerous 
presentations by UC Riverside faculty, staff, and 
students together with their colleagues. These included 
two presentations in sessions on toxicology of reptiles 
and amphibians by Dan Schlenk, Kristy Richardson, and 
their colleagues, two presentations in sessions on 
entantionomics of chiral contaminants by Dan Schlenk, 
J. Gan, and colleagues, and three presentations on the 
fate or toxicity of endocrine disrupting chemicals and 
pharmaceuticals by Michael Coronado, Mary Ann 
Rempel, X. Deng, Jeff Armstrong (Orange County 
Sanitation District), and Dan Schlenk. Additionally, 
Gabriela Rodriguez-Fuentes and Dan Schlenk with 
colleagues Jeff Armstrong and Qi Li also had 
presentations on characterization of cholinesterases in 
flatfish and on osmotic stress effects on trout flavin-
containing monooxygenases. Together with colleagues, 
Dan Schlenk also presented on metal contamination in 
fish from Moldova. 
 
We hope to see more presentations by SoCal SETAC 
members at the upcoming SoCal SETAC annual meeting 
as well as at next year’s national SETAC meeting in 
November of 2007. For those of you who are 
cheeseheads, or for those who enjoy aged cheddar 
cheese, brats, or a light beer, you can look forward to the 
national SETAC annual meeting in Milwaukee, 
Wisconsin.  
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Regulatory Corner

Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board 
 
Below are a few water quality regulatory updates that 
may be of interest: 
 
Celeste Cantu, Executive Director of the State Water 
Resources Control Board (SWRCB) for the past 5-1/2 
years, resigned to accept a position as General Manager 
for the Santa Ana Watershed Project Authority 
(SAWPA), beginning December 18, 2006.   
 
CWA 303(d) List/TMDLs  
On October 25, 2006, the SWRCB approved the 
proposed 2006 Federal Clean Water Act Section 303(d) 
list of water quality limited segments for California 
(Order #2006-0079).  The list includes bays, estuaries, 
portions of the ocean, lakes, streams and rivers.  For 
each pollutant-water body combination identified on the 
list, a total maximum daily load (TMDL) is developed 
that species the amount of the pollutant that can be 
discharged to that water body and a plan for actions that 
are necessary to achieve the TMDL.  The Order and 
supporting documentation can be downloaded at:

The SWRCB is now soliciting any pertinent data and 
information regarding the water quality status of waters 
of the State for purposes of developing the 2008 303(d)

Grants/Loans 
To make information more readily accessible by the 
public, the SWRCB has added a search feature that 
allows one to search and view proposals submitted in 
response to Requests for Proposals for a variety of grants 
and loans programs.

Application of the Pearson Product-Moment Correlation for Evaluating Whole Effluent Toxicity Test 
Concentration Response Relationships.   
Phil Markle*, Joseph Gully, and Carlita Barton.  County Sanitation Districts of Los Angeles, 
Whittier, CA. 
The dose response relationship has been characterized as the most fundamental and pervasive concept of 
toxicology.  This concept assumes a causal relationship between the dose or concentration of a substance 
and the measured response.  This has been recognized in the latest USEPA chronic bioassay testing 
protocols through the requirement to evaluate the concentration-response relationships of all NPDES multi-
concentration tests.  Although the protocols provide complicated and subjective guidance on evaluating dose 
response relationships, the SETAC NA Expert Advisory Panel for Performance Evaluation and Data 
Interpretation has recommended the use of the Pearson product-moment correlation statistic in their Wild, 
Wild, WET short course.  The Pearson product-moment correlation is a relatively simple and objective 
analysis that establishes whether a significant relationship exists between concentration and response.  The 
two methods were compared by evaluating the dose responses from 149 NPDES reported chronic toxicity 
tests using both the EPA protocol recommended guidance and the Pearson product moment correlation. The 
USEPA and Pearson product-moment correlation typically agreed in terms of establishing an appropriate 
concentration response relationship prior to identifying a sample as being toxic. Results indicate that the two 
methods were in agreement in 93% of the tests. However, in 3% of the tests, the USEPA guidance identified 
the sample as “toxic” while the Pearson product-moment correlation did not identify a significant 
concentration response. Conversely, 4 % of the tests identified a significant concentration response curve but 
would have been considered “non-toxic” according to USEPA guidance.
